Question: What is the available workforce within 30 miles of Independence for companies involved in electronics/high tech manufacturing, design, testing and development?


The tables below provide employment information for computer and electronic product manufacturing (NAICS 334) and electrical equipment and appliance manufacturing (NAICS 335). Employment data for systems design and related services (NAICS 5415) and software publishing (NAICS 5112) are not available for the Salem Metropolitan Statistical Area (MSA), which includes Marion and Polk counties. 

Table 4 provides information about the workforce within 30 miles of Independence. Finally Table 5 provides employment and wage information for the top ten occupations (with duplicates removed) for computer and electronic product manufacturing, and electrical equipment and appliance manufacturing.
